(Halifax) - It is with regret that Eric Beresford, President of Atlantic School of Theology, announces the decision of Prof. Nancy Cocks to retire from academic teaching. Professor Cocks has decided to return to congregational ministry at the end of this academic year. 

In her three years at AST, Professor Cocks has been a dynamic and effective presence in the life of the School as a teacher, as a scholar, and in her commitment to the well being of all aspects of the life of the School. Dr Cocks has also undertaken pioneering work in spearheading the development of our Graduate Seminar, an important element of AST’s new curriculum. Dr. Cocks also began to build significant new relationships with Presbyterian Churches in the region. For all of these gifts to the life of the School, and for many more, she will be sorely missed.

At the same time, Dr. Cocks has made clear that her decision is motivated by vocational questions that reach back through her time with the Iona Community in Scotland, and her belief that the congregational context is where she will be able to put the learnings of that time to best use.

We wish Dr. Cocks well as she begins the next phase of her ministry. We will say farewell in the hope that she will remain in contact with the School and that we can continue to provide a teaching context where her ongoing learning will be made available to students at AST and to the wider church.
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
