	General parking lots are 30% oversold.  A parking permit gives you the right to park on campus, but does not guarantee you will find a spot.
	

	The Tennis Court and Rice parking lots fill up last.  (If you cannot find a spot in your preferred parking lot, try one of these lots)

	

	Parking violations result in a Saint Mary’s University parking ticket.  After three (3) tickets, an immobilization boot will be placed on your vehicle and you will be required to pay the appropriate removal fees plus all parking tickets.
	


	Parking in firelanes, carpool spaces or mobility disabled parking spaces without proper authorization is considered a serious parking violation and upon first offence a Security Officers may use discretion to use the immobilization boot, give HRM tickets, or have the car towed at owner’s expense.

	Parking in a “No Parking” area that is designated by a sign, yellow curb or pavement markings.
	

	Parking on campus overnight. (Please see the Security Office if overnight parking is required. Authorization is given by the Manager, University Security only under special circumstances.)
