2) Native English speakers are preferred.

3) Teaching experience is an asset, but not essential (training and teaching materials are provided).

4) Must have an easy going personality, and be responsible and patient with young children.

Benefits:
1) 800 RMB per month or 1,000 RMB per month if you have a BA degree, TEFL qualification or at least 1-2 years teaching experience.
2) 10 hours Mandarin lessons per week.
3) Free Accommodation provided. Includes a private single room and a living/dining room, bathroom and toilet shared with other participants. Home-stays are available.

4) No bills to pay. Internet, gas, electricity and water are provided (however, the use of air-conditioner and telephone charges must be paid for by the participant).

5) Free lunch for 6 days per week.

6) Free two day trip to Jiuhuashan.

7) Free airport pick-up at either Nanjing or Shanghai airport.

8) Help with booking train tickets and hotels if you are planning to travel.

2) Single entry VISA- £30 for British nationals, €16 for Irish nationals, $100 for US nationals.
