Situated on the ruins of a destroyed Acadian village
Grand-Pré National Historic Site of Canada
commemorates the mid-f&entury Deportation of the
Acadians. The parish church of St-Charles-des-Min
where over 400 Acadian men and boys were arreste
on the afternoon of September 5th, 1755, is thought
have stood nearby.

Now in its eighth year, our field school explores the arcluggol

of the pre-Deportation Acadian.community (c. 1680-1755) while
providing high-quality archaeological training for students and an
enriched experience for thousands of visitors.

To date we have discovered:

a cellar of'an Acadian house that was consumed by fire;
the western boundary of the village cemetery;

and several previously unknown structures through the aid
of geophysics

Our research in 2008 will continue work in each of these areas.

This project provides practical training in a range
of skills associated with archaeological
reconnaissance, excavation, and recording. We not
only dig, but learn to read the archaeological
landscape through off-site excursions. Work
concludes in the lab, where we clean, process, and
