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MORE THAN 100 politicians, administrators and members of the disability community celebrated the recent ratification of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities with a gathering at Saint Mary's. Peter MacKay, Minister of National Defence, and a huge supporter of the U.N. effort, said the March 11 ratification signaled Canada’s commitment to be governed by the Convention. He said the Convention is important because it is the first international human rights treaty that explicitly reaffirms existing human rights guarantees for people with disabilities and promotes respect for their inherent dignity.
Nova Scotia was one of the first provinces to signal support for ratification. Denise Peterson-Rafuse, Minister of Community Services and Minister Responsible for the Disabled Persons Commission Act, read aloud a resolution passed at Province House endorsing the effort. More
