MacDonald High School have been designing, building and testing remotely controlled robots to maneuver around an area resembling a very small portion of the Stickney crater located on Phobos, the larger and closer of the two moons of Mars. In the competition robots have to be able to move around obstacles, capture video and raise a Canadain flag. CBC television has already been in to film the students at work. Spectators are welcome.
