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Sustainable Laundry Tips

Doing the laundry can use a lot of energy and water but there a simple ways to make the chore more
sustainable.

Use environmental friendly detergents and skip the fabric softener.

Do one full load rather than two half loads. If you are doing a small load switch it to the prober setting on
the washer.

Dondt over [ the washer or dryer

Use cold water

Clean out the lint filter of your dryer before every use.

Do more than one load at once. When you take one load out of the dryer, take advantage of the left over
heat and throw in the next load.

Dondt over dry clothes.

Use a clothes rack or clothes line to dry clothes

Stay away from chlorine bleach.

With the fear of global warming also
comes the fear of losing our glaciers, or parts of them. Glaciers hold
over three quarters of fresh water in the world. As they melt the run
off gets mixed with the salt water causing it to no longer be drinkable. ==

If glaciers melted completely the global sea level would rise close to 80 meters (roughly the height of the
shorter Purdyds Warf tower). Seanin¢ha near suture buevesn one meter e
in sea level rise can cause major problems in low lying areas and islands. If the ocean rises by only 45 cm,
11% of Bangladesh is expected to be flooded.

Scientists look at glaciers and by comparing current observations with historical and environmental records,
such as agricultural records, pre-historic temperature or climate profiles, glaciologists acquire and provide an
enhanced understanding of global processes and change.

Chris Jordan is an amazing photographic artist that has developed a new way to
show people how massive consumption rates are. He has made it possible to show the
numbers that no one before has been able to show. Statistics are just numbers and really
d o nconnect with people, but these photos definitely make the connection. For example
one of his works shows 106,000 aluminum cans which is the amount used in the US every
thirty seconds, and another shows the 426,000 cell phones, retired in the US every day.
Even though all of his works are built off of American statistics we can still learn a lot from
the images. | have had the privilege to see the full sized images on a wall in the Boston
Museum of Science but the web site does just as good of a job at showing web viewers the works of art.

Chris is certainly an artist for the green movement but
his works speaks for more than environmental issues. There
is a photo taken that shows 29,569 hand guns that
represent the total number of gun-related deaths during
2004 in the USA and a photo of 65,000 cigarettes, each one
representing a teenager under the age of eighteen that
becomes addicted to cigarettes every month. While the
statistics alone are shocking most people cannot begin to
imagine what 106,000 aluminum cans looks like but Chris
Jordan has imagined it for you. (See picture in the bottom
left.) This website makes sustainabiity (and other) statistics
come alive. | highly recommend checking it out.
